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Journey So Far

In 2017, the National Health Policy was launched, which not only

accepted the recommendations of the Task Force for

Comprehensive Primary Health Care and endorsed the

establishment of Health & Wellness Centres (HWCs), but also stated

that two-thirds of the budget be allocated to primary health care. 

In the budget speech for Financial Year 2018-19, the Ayushman
Bharat Health & Wellness Centres Programme was announced.
